Mentoring Program

Students have begun the mentoring program at the SHHS band room. Please encourage your children that are participating to
meet with your mentor/mentee at a regular basis.

A New Website design is being planned for use for the 2009-2010 school year. The plan is to have the site serve as the

primary communication vehicle for the entire band program. Students will be able to download forms, calendars, marching
music, etc. This is another way that the band staff can communicate with all parents in a more efficient way!

Ensemble placement auditions for the 2009-2010 school have been completed and students will be notified of their
ensemble placement by April 2nd.
Contracts for the 2009-10 season will be given out the week of April 6th and due April 20™. These contracts will need to

be signed and returned with a $50 deposit. Once the contracts and deposits have been received we will be able to begin the
process of charting for the fall marching season.

Parents: The commitment on these contracts is what allows us to custom-write a show that fits our band completely. Once the
contract is signed and deposits are made, we expect each student to be at band camp in the July and be a member of the marching
band in the fall and concert bands in the spring. Please help us teach the meaning of commitment to your children/our students.

The Percussion Section was recently selected to perform at the Percussive Arts Society International Convention (PASIC)

in November. They will be competing against other drumlines from across the country. The cost of the trip is $320 with the
first installment of $150 due by May 15. Please see Mr. McGuire or call the band office for more details.
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Day of Percussion (April 19th) is a joint concert with area high school percussion ensembles and the ETSU percussion
ensemble. The concerts are held at SHHS and begin at Spm. They are free and open to the public.
